A 3-year PhD opportunity, commencing in September 2019, is available in the lab of Dr. Katie Clow, Department of Population Medicine, in collaboration with Dr. Claire Jardine, Department of Pathobiology.  We are seeking applicants interested in contributing to the implementation and evaluation of One Health approaches to surveillance for ticks and tick-borne disease. This project focuses on evaluating the utility of different surveillance strategies, including veterinary-based and web-based systems, to detect ticks and tick-borne pathogens. 
Working with partners across Canada, as part of the Canadian Lyme Disease Research Network, the successful candidate will develop a strong background in the principles and methods of quantitative epidemiology, One Health approaches to research, tick species identification and laboratory diagnostics for tick-borne pathogens.
Applicants must meet the academic standards for admission to the Faculty of Graduate Studies at the University of Guelph. A background in veterinary medicine or public health, as well as basic statistics would be an asset. Strong oral and written communication skills, as well as the ability to manage a project and work as a team are necessary for success in this program. 
Selection of the successful candidate is based on a combination of academic excellence, relevant experience and career goals and referees’ evaluations.  Review of applications will begin immediately and continue until the position is filled. Stipend will be $20 000 per year for 3 years.
